SUBJECT: Retailer Reimbursement for Lottery Sales

THIS IS YOUR LAST CHANCE TO RECEIVE A FAIR
REIMBURSEMENT FOR SELLING LOTTERY

TICKETS! TAKE ACTION TODAY!

ISSUE

The fight to receive a fair and equitable reimbursement for the cost of selling lottery tickets has
been ongoing since the beginning of the lottery. The fact remains that it costs more money for a
retailer to sell both scratch and on-line lottery tickets than the state of Wisconsin is reimbursing.
We need to contact our Legislators and let them know that we will not subsidize the lottery by
continuing to make up the difference from our own pockets!

STATUS

The Governor included a provision in his 1999-2001 Biennial Budget that would provide
retailers with incentives to increase lottery sales. The incentives total 1% of total lottery sales and
include a winning ticket payout provided to the retailer and a sales comparison program designed
to empower retailers to increase their sales from month-to-month. The WGA opposed the sales
comparison program because it was vaguely defined and expected retailers to increase their sales
each month without providing them any marketing tools to do so.

The WGA attempted to have the Assembly and Senate include a compromise which consisted of
the winning ticket payout incentive and an increase in the reimbursement for scratch and on-line
ticket sales to 6.7 percent. Neither the Assembly nor Senate chose to accept this compromise.
